Jalpaiguri, the largest district of North Bengal in terms of area is the gateway of entire north-eastern
states and Bhutan.

Investment opportunities:

This district is primarily agrarian with over 30% of residents being engaged in agriculture. Livestock
and allied activities engage over 23%. But the district has little manufacturing activity. This is in spite
of having the best infrastructure in Northern West Bengal. The area is dominated by traders especially
around Jalpaiguri town and, while the traders have funds, they are reluctant to venture into the
unknown manufacturing area, which they perceive will fetch much lower margin than trading or real
estate business. The entire Siliguri Jalpaiguri region suffers due to this fear. Consequently, the land
prices in the entire area are high.

Strategically located in the so called “chicken neck” area, the district forms the last portion of the
narrow corridor that connects the entire north east to the rest of India.

Today the district is connected to the rest of the state by road (NH31, NH31C and NH 31D) and a
railway system, with decent connectivity to Kolkata, the state capital.

It also has easy access to Bagdogra Airport in neighboring Darjeeling district.

The district ranks 4" in terms of peas and Jackfruit cultivation, in the state, 2" in papaya, tomato and
radish and 3™ in pineapple, ladies’ finger and linseed. So there is availability of fruits and vegetables.
Additional raw materials can be sourced from neighboring Darjeeling district as it has largely flat
terrain. It can also source raw materials from the north east.
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With large areas under forest cover, this district can also be a source of forest produce.

However in spite of existing manufacturing infrastructure in terms of two WBIIDC Growth Centers at
Dabgram and Rani Nagar there is hardly any major industrial unit in the district. The talked about
second phases or extension of these two Growth Centers never came about. The only notable
exception is the Dabur fruit and vegetable processing unit in Dabgram. This unit started well, then fell
in hard times and now is limping back to life. Dooars area is largely located in this district and tea is
grown here extensively. The district also has the largest pig population in the state.

In the district, a large number of SME units can be set up at different locations, preferably in the near
vicinity of Jalpaiguri town which falls under the Siliguri Jalpaiguri Development area (SJDA). These
can be for pre-processing tomato, papaya and peas for “table” usage, and processing the same and
selling the same. In case of green peas, they can be dried, frozen and packaged. Jack fruit pre-
processing and packaging for market sale etc.

Incidentally, papaya juice is now popular as a health drink in the large metro cities of India.
Oil can be extracted from linseed and sold for further processing.

There is a big opportunity for slaughtering and processing of pigs. If hygienically reared and
processed, they can serve the growing demand of pork and ham in the country. These also have
good export possibilities for the meat, processed and even by-products.

Land given to yule Agro Industries Ltd for scientific cultivation of pineapple has now been returned
back to the State Government. The department can make a proper plan for optimum utilization of the
land to boost up the food processing industry in the district.
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
